Each quarter, every 9 weeks, there will be about 18 classwork assignments, 6 quizzes, and 4 tests 
posted in the gradebook. I post grades online each Friday afternoon. Please refer to your parent

6th, 7th , and 8th Grade Madison County Late Work Policy: 
Homework, Class Work, Projects/Writing Prompts: 

● Lose 5 points per day late with a maximum penalty of 20 points 

● Not turned in by the end of the 9 weeks reporting period (0% F) 

**Homework category is never more than 10% of the student’s overall grade. All classes for high 
school credit will follow the high school late work policy.**
